Therefore, the last building, where the student was enrolled in the district, where the discipline action was administered, is responsible for reporting the Student Discipline Record. This may not be the last district where the student was enrolled at the end of the reporting period. A record is reported for each student, including those with disabilities, who receives a discipline action (i.e., expulsion, suspension etc…) from the district where the discipline action was administered.
